FRANCE

WHITE PAPER: After a few years of relative silence concerning new closures and transformations, in early 2013 the new white paper
was published resulting in another round of heavy speculation. The paper aims to reduce the forces by 34.000 jobs by 2019 (about 4000
for the Air Force and 3000 for the Navy).

FIGHTER FLEET: The white paper suggests a reduction of the future Rafale to 225. The Mirage 2000N/5/RDI fleet will go on until
2020 while the Mirage F.1CR will be WFU by the summer of next year. The Super Etendard Modernise will be WFU in 2015. In the
coming next decade, only the Mirage 2000D will eventually be operational along with the Rafale. The Mirage 2000D fleet will however
be reduced when the third squadron based at Nancy is disbanded in the near future.

A.330MRTT: Instead of 14 aircraft only 12 will be ordered. Because the order is not placed and the C-135FR fleet is troubled with
technical problems, the order will be placed soon.

ISR MISSION: The white paper reports that the Air Force will receive some ISR aircraft, likely to be based on the Beech King Air 350
ISR (MC-12W in USAF service). Also some Predator Bs will be ordered as armed drones are desperately needed for operations in Africa.

A.400M: The first French A.400M has made its first flight (0007/F-RBAA) and delivery is planned before 14 July (Bastille Day).
Currently the second French A.400M (0008/F-RBAB) has made its first ground trials and the first flight is scheduled soon, with both
to be delivered in the second half of this year.

TRANSALL: The Transall fleet is declining steadily. Currently the following 36 Transalls are still on strength:

CN-235M: The last CN-235M-300 200/62-HH has been delivered to Creil. All eight 300-series are now delivered, being: 193/62-HA,
194/62-HB, 195/62-HC, 196/62-HD, 197/62-HE, 198/62-HF, 199/62-HG and 200/62-HH.

RAFALE M: The white paper hints that the Marine will operate less Rafales than originally planned. The Marine will only operate 35
(instead of 60). This brings the future of 17F as the third Rafale squadron into question.
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RAFALE B/C: The air force will eventually operate 190 Rafales, a reduction of 2 squadrons.

FIGHTER BASE CLOSURES: The reduction of the Rafale fleet brings the future of Luxeuil and Dijon in doubt. Luxeuil - based
EC02.002 operating with the Mirage 2000-5 will transfer to Orange or Istre-le-Tube. Dijon - The based TBM.700 unit will be disbanded
and regrouped at Bordeaux. The Alphajets of EC01.002 will move to Cazaux.

TRAINING FLEET: after a big reorganization of the frontline forces, the coming decade will see the transformation of the training
fleet:-
Rochefort - will close and the technical school will move to Salon de Provence.
Tours - Already proposed many times in the past, but finally taking shape: the training wing of Alphajets will regroup at Cazaux under
one wing by 2016. The fast jet phase I training will move to Cognac.
Cognac - This base will house the phase I fast jet training in the near future. EPAA00.315 will move from Cognac to Salon de Provence.
The first G-120s have already been spotted at Salon. The Epsilon WFU date is set for 2016, the same year the current contract with
E-CATS (Eads Cognac Aviation Training Services in charge of maintenance and airworthiness of the Grob 120F and Epsilon fleet)
comes to an end.
Fast turbo training - The MoD is also studying to outsource the phase I fast jet training, with EADS being favorite providing and
maintaining the future fast training phase I fleet. In the meantime DGA tested the PC-21 and evaluation of the T-6 and Super Tucano
is scheduled. Insiders however suggested the PC-21 is favourite.
Fast Jet Training - While the Tours based Alphajets will transfer to Cazaux, there is no word about the possible replacement of the
type. The DGA is however looking closely to the RSingAF M346s currently delivered to Cazaux, as it is seen as the most likely
candidate to replace the Alphajet. Around 2020 the last Alphajet should be replaced.
CATS - In the meantime, last year Cassidian Aviation Training Services (CATS), a  subsiduary of EADS, has been selected in a public
tender to provide basic training. A fleet of 13 SR-20s will be dedicated for training pilots at Salon de Provence. An additional fleet of
seven Cirrus SR-22s will be used to train navigating officers (NOSA) and liaison flights. Through the agreement, another fleet of 3
Cirrus SR-20s will be training students at Naval base Lanvéoc. The fleet is as follows:

The Cirrus will replace the Marine Rallye 100s and Air Force D.140s. As there is no replacement yet for the glider tow task, some Jodels
will remain in service.

E-2C: The fourth E-2 Hawkeye (secondhand USN example) will not be ordered. Also the purchase of some ex USN C-2A greyhounds
is no longer being considered. The use of USN C-2As during specific operations will likely contine (as seen during the Libya conflict).

NH90TTH: The contract for the second batch of 34 NH90-TTHs was finally placed in late May, originally planned in 2010, bringing
the total to 68 for the Army.

ARMY HELICOPTERS: The army will eventually operate 140 attack/reconnaissance helicopters: Tigre HAP / HAD and SA.342M1
/ L1 Gazelle. Concerning the tactical transport fleet it will eventually consist of 115 helicopters: NH90TTH, AS532UL+ and EC-725AP.
Etain will be closed in the near future. Phalsbourg, - new hangars are being currently being built to house the NH90TTH fleet - and Pau
- housing the Tigre fleet - will remain as the two major frontline ALAT air bases.

TIGRE HAD: With all 40 ALAT Tigre HAPs manufactured, the first production HAD Tigres are ready to join the French Army.
Currently 6003 through 6006 are test flying, while EC-665D 6002/F-MBJB was delivered to GAM-STAT Valence for further trials.
HAD 6001 is used as a test bed by DGA and Eurocopter.

TBM.700: already proposed many times in the past, regrouping the army TBM.700’s with those from the air force is once again on the
list.

CFIA: The delivery of the NH90TTH to CFIA at Le Luc is proceeding steadiily. Four are currently delivered (1271/EAC, 1273/EAD,
1290/EAE, 1291/EAF) while two (1292/EAG & 1293/EAH) will follow soon. GAM-STAT has 1256/EAB on trails while 1239/EAA
is used as test bed by the DGA and Eurocopter.

SECURITE CIVILE: At the start of this year it was officially announced by the minister of home affairs that the fixed-wing fleet will
move to Nimes by 2016. This is a somewhat surprising decision as Salon-de-Provence was considered by experts as favourite. The
recent decision to move the initial training phase from Cognac to Salon explains however this decision. Both the civil airport authorities
and Eurocopter are interested in buying the ground for expansion.
